Official Rules and Information

Victim Services 1st annual “Royal Flush” poker run is a way for us to have fun, ride together, raise money for a worthwhile organization and even win some prizes! The cards will be distributed at each stop, and must be recorded on tracking sheet. Participants may purchase extra hands for an additional $5.00. Participants may also purchase additional cards throughout the route for $2.00 and a little fun!

The rider holding the best poker hand at the completion of the Poker Run will be awarded top prize. Prizes may also be awarded for worst hand. 

1. All participants are required to sign a waiver.
2. Participants must be 18 years of age or older for Poker hand and/or prize giveaways.
3. Participants under the age of 18 may ride in the Poker Run, but will not be eligible to participate in the poker hand draw or the event drawings.
4. All participants must wear a helmet.
5. This event will take place on Saturday, July 7th 2012 from 8am-6pm, registration is being held in the parking lot of St. Lawrence College.
6. Registration fee is $25.00 for biker, $15.00 for passenger or $50.00 in pledges.
7. Pre-registration fee is $20.00 for biker, $10.00 for passenger or $40.00 in pledges and must be paid by June 16th 2012.
8. Payment is non-refundable unless ride is cancelled by Victim Services of Leeds and Grenville. 
9. With payment of registration fee participants will receive their poker hand tracking card, their first card, a ticket for lunch, as well as a free drawing entry.
10. Supper will be available for purchase at Caigers Resort in Rockport. 
11. No motorcycle will start after 12:00pm- unless there is a backlog of vehicles. Riders and Passengers will have the opportunity to leave earlier after they have registered at the St. Lawrence College parking lot. 
12. Participants are encouraged to go to ALL of the designated stops. Participants are also encouraged to enjoy the ride and take advantage of the amenities each stop offers. There is no ‘rush’ to complete the Poker Run.
13. Course directions will be available at starting point.
14. At each designated stop, the participant will be required to have their tracking card stamped with appropriate cards.
15. Participants are not permitted to ‘mix’ cards to achieve a better hand, if an individual has more than one hand, the first card drawn will correspond with your 1st hand and second card drawing with your 2nd hand etc. For riders with participating passengers- the card drawn by passenger must be used with passengers hand and the above stated is followed. 
16. All registered riders and passengers must be at the final check point, Caigers resort in Rockport, by 4:00—NO EXCEPTIONS 
17. When participants reach the last stop they must present their tracking card to confirm they have visited all stops, and will participate in a game of skill to obtain their final card.
18. Additional cards may be purchased at each stop (2.00) to ‘swap’ out another card, however a game of skill must be played in order to receive the extra card. Once the additional card has been received you MUST use that card in one of your hands and discard one card, no matter the value. 
19. NO duplicate cards can be used. Participants must draw an additional card if an identical card is drawn.
20. Latest possible return time to last stop is 4:30pm
21. Prizes will be awarded and announced at 5:00pm at Caiger’s Resort
22. Poker hands are valued from best to worst as follows: royal flush, straight flush, four of a kind, full house, flush, straight, three of a kind, two pair, high card.
23. In the event of a tie, those involved will cut the deck for high card.
24. All decisions by the Judges are FINAL.
25. All winners must be present to win- if your name or ticket is called and you are not present it will go to the next hand or ticket.
26. Each ride participant will receive one free drawing entry at registration for the event drawings.
27. Lost, stolen or damaged entries will not be replaced.
28. Entries and prize vouchers are non-transferable.
